I live in Rockhampton, the entries were delivered to Nambour.

We came together in Bundaberg on 31st January, 15t February and 2nd February in
what should have been a two day event to get the entries into the GEMS program.
One of the reasons for the duration was the illegibility of some entries.

Generally, when we enter the entries for a competitor, if they have provided an email
address, the GEMS program will send a receipt.
